General Information 
Discover the east coast of Australia from Sydney all the way to Tropical Far 
North Queensland. This trip is purely for the adventure seeker wanting to 
spend his free time actively. Enjoy loads of different activities from surfing to 
skydiving along with splendid scenery and some of the nicest spots in the 
World.  
 
 
When: all year 
Duration: 21 days  
Accommodation:  Backpacker standard (dorms) / 3* accommodation 
 
 
Day 1 
Arrive in Sydney. Transfer and check in at our accommodation. Day 
activities depend on arrival time, but should time allow a recreational 
sightseeing tour of the city by foot – Opera House, Botanical Gardens as well 
as a visit to the Sydney Tower. Optionally take a jet boat ride in Sydney 
Harbour to get the adrenaline pumping (should be booked in advance). 



 
 
Return to our accommodation and free time after the day’s activities. 
Optionally visit some of Sydney’s nightspots.  
 

 
 
Day 2 
Today we visit Manly Beach for a day at the beach, traveling there 30 
minutes by ferry (ferry ticket included). Enjoy the views of the city skyline 
from the boat before enjoying some free time on the golden sand or in the 
water. Optionally stroll along the shore, go shopping, take a surf lesson or 
hire a board and try your luck (all activities pay-as-you-go). Return to 
Sydney mid-afternoon. Free time.

Day 3 – 7 (day 3 must be Monday or Wednesday) 
Let the surf adventure begin – daily surfing lessons under the watchful eye 
of professional instructors, equipment, meals and transport included. Early 
pick up on day 3 as we make our way north stopping at 2 spots for surf 
lessons before arriving in Byron Bay late afternoon on day 7. Check in at our 
accommodation and free time to party or just relax.  
(B,L,D)* 
*all meals supplied and included only while staying at surf camps 
 
 
Day 8 
Enjoy the first half of the day visiting Byron Bay and taking a walk up to the 
lighthouse. Free time to relax, shop, kayak or go surfing in the afternoon (all 
activities pay-as-you-go). This is one of the most famous surf spots on the 
east coast of Australia and has a great right-hander to practice on.

Day 9 
Check out and transfer to the Gold Coast by shuttle bus at 12:30pm. Check-
in at our accommodation. Spend the day enjoying the lively city life by doing 
some shopping, surfing on Main Beach or relaxing with a beer. (all activities 
pay-as-you-go)

Day 10 
Spend the day at Sea World enjoying the rides, marine wildlife and shows.

Day 11 
Check out and depart Gold Coast. Transfer by charter bus to Noosa. Arrive 
around noon and enjoy free time.

Day 12 
Very early start to the day. Full day 4x4 tour of Fraser Island - the largest 
sand island in the world. Return to Noosa late afternoon.

Day 13 
Check out and transfer to Brisbane Airport. Catch a 2 hour flight 1600km 
north to Cairns. Check in at our hotel and free time to enjoy an afternoon 
walk around the city, a swim at the Lagoon and a cold beer at one of the 
many pubs and bars.

Day 14 
Half-day mountain biking adventure retracing the 1996 World Championship 
course. After finishing the course we ride over to Trinity Beach for a lunch 
and refreshing swim in the Coral Sea. (B,L) 
 
 
Day 15 
Early morning pick-up. Full-day White Water Rafting trip about 2 hours south 
of Cairns. Lunch included. Return to Cairns about 6:30pm. 
(L) 
 
 
Day 16 
Bungy jumping*. Get picked up at a time TBA, transfer to the Bungy Tower 
a short drive north. After your jump enjoy free time. 
*Bungy jumping is an optional activity and not included in overall price.

Day 17 
Very early morning and a full day trip 135km north to Cape Tribulation. 
During the day you will visit one of the most beautiful areas in the World, 
experience fantastic views, drive through tropical rainforest, cross a few 
ranges and take a short river cruise in search of the saltwater crocodile. 
Return to Cairns in the evening. Lunch included.

Day 18 
Skydiving.* Today you decide to jump from a perfectly good airplane from 
14 000 feet. Get picked up and transfer to the drop zone located about 20 
minutes south of Cairns. After your jump enjoy free time. 
*Skydiving is an optional activity and not included in overall price.

Day 19 
Full-day reef trip to 2 reef sites aboard a Catamaran. Enjoy activities such as 
swimming, snorkeling, lazing on deck or try scuba diving (extra charge). 
Lunch onboard included.

Day 20 
Check out from the hotel. Depending on the flight schedule free time to get 
some last-minute souvenirs, have a coffee or a walk on the Esplanade. 
Transfer to the airport 1 hour before departure for your domestic flight to 
Uluru! After arriving at Ayers Rock airport, transfer to your accommodation 
and check in. Pick-up for the afternoon tour (Time TBA). Enjoy the sights of 
The Olgas and Uluru by sunset. Return to the hotel after dark. Free time. (B) 
 
 
Day 21  
Sunrise tour of Uluru. After your tour check out and transfer to the airport 
for your flight to Cairns or Sydney. End of tour. (B)

Terms and conditions 

1. Dispute resolution policy 

In the event of a dispute between a client and No Limit Adventures it is our policy to resolve any such matters in as timely 
manner as is possible. Primarily we will attempt to resolve any dispute through direct contact with the unsatisfied party either 
in person, by phone or through written correspondence ie. fax, e-mail, post. Should this process fail the client has the right to 
contact and take this matter to the Fair Trading Commission of Queensland or report this matter, and/ or ask for further steps, 
to the Department of Tourism Queensland. Thereafter the client has the right to take legal steps through the Court and Judicial 
System of the State of Queensland and/ or the Supreme Court of Australia. 

2. Quotation and pricing policy 

Any quotation is subject to change, within reason, until confirmed by payment of a deposit after which the price is fixed as per 
initial quote. Where a price is quoted according to a minimum number of participants in a group for a tour the price is only valid 
once the minimum number of participants is attained otherwise the price is subject to change. 

3. Payment policy 

A deposit of 10% of the quote is required to reserve a place on the trip and secure the quoted price. Payment conditions 
thereafter are established individually depending on the timeframe of the tour commencement directly with all participants. In 
any case full payment must be received by No Limit Adventures no later than 21 days prior to commencement of the tour. If 
you book a trip within one month of the commencement date full payment is required. 

4. Cancellation and refund policy 

Where a trip is cancelled 2 months or more from departure you get a full refund minus $300, being for administration costs. 
Where a trip is cancelled within 2 months of departure, but more than 1 month you lose your deposit and 40% of any progress 
payment made (50% in total). Where a trip is cancelled within 1 month of commencement, but more than 14 days 85% of all 
payments are non-refundable. Any cancellations within 14 days of commencement are subject to no refund. In cases where 
“force majeure” is involved and a trip must be cancelled or changed No Limit Adventures will attempt, at our sole discretion to 
refund payment, where possible depending on circumstances and availability of refund from local service suppliers. Any losses 
in such cases can be claimed on personal travel insurance. 

5. Liability disclaimer 

Clients traveling with No Limit Adventures are made aware of any risks related to participating in activities on tour and the 
availability of medical and evacuation services, especially when traveling in remote areas, however participate at their own risk. 
Although safety is No Limit Adventures’ primary priority no responsibility will be taken for any accident, injury, loss or 
misfortune while on any trip. As an Inbound Tour Operator No Limit Adventures will use the services of local tour, transport and 
accommodation operators/ providers. In cases where the contracted 3rd party fails to provide the service No Limit Adventures 
will do everything possible to organize an alternate to fill this part of the tour. Any losses in such cases can be claimed on 
personal travel insurance, but No Limit Adventures cannot be held accountable, responsible or liable for any associated losses.. 
Payment for a trip means the client understands and accepts these conditions.
